New Ashdown ABM EVO III bass amps debut at NAMM

Over the past 10 years, Ashdown ABM bass amps have put the power behind a diverse list of top players including U2’s Adam Clayton, the Foo Fighters’ Nate Mendel and Sir Paul McCartney. Ensuring that they continue to set the standards for tone, versatility and performance, all Ashdown ABMs have now been upgraded to EVO III status in a move that sees the addition of an important new feature.

500 and 900 Watt amp heads and combos now include a built-in compressor, complementing an already comprehensive feature set that includes inputs for active and passive instruments, 7-band ‘rotary plus slider’ EQ, variable tube grind and an on-board sub-harmonic generator. 

In addition, the ABM EVO IIIs feature a front-panel mounted balanced DI out with pre or post EQ switching, a sub-bass output, a tuner output, an FX loop and a line input for the connection of an external sampler or sound source. Output muting cuts the signal from the DI output but leaves the tuner output 'live', allowing the player to tune up in silence.

An optional 4-way footswitch can be used to select tube grind on/off, compression on/off, EQ in/out and sub-harmonic generator on/off.

“An Ashdown ABM rig is a familiar sight on concert and festival stages and we want to make sure it stays that way” comments Ashdown’s Mark Gooday. “We’re honoured that so many leading players choose to use ABM bass amps, and by developing the range in direct response to their feedback, we’re confident that Ashdown ABM will remain the choice of discerning bass players everywhere.” 
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
