The After Eight delivers a surprisingly potent 15-Watts via a robust and characterful 8" Ashdown BlueLine speaker, while the Perfect Ten takes it up a notch with 30-Watts of power and a 10" speaker. 

Named in memory of our late, great friend John Entwistle, the Five Fifteen bass practice amp combines a 100 watt power section with a single 15" Ashdown BlueLine bass speaker. 

Commenting on the launch of the new combos, Ashdown’s Mark Gooday says. “The All Access amps have always punched well above their weight, proving equally popular as backstage amps with pro players, and bedroom amps with bassists who are just starting out.
