Expect the usual cocktail of great new products, exciting demos and major artist signings on the Ashdown booth at NAMM 09.

The British-based bass amp specialists arrive in Southern California with news of a new range of US Series bass cabinets, built at Ashdown’s new Kentucky manufacturing plant, and designed to make trademark Ashdown tone and performance affordable for North American bass players.

Also new at NAMM is the perfect partner for a US Series cabinet in the form of the BTA 400 bass valve amp – a sledgehammer 400-Watt head that partners the feature-laden ABM EVO III preamp with a rampant all-tube output section.

The BTA-400 takes its place alongside the flagship Classic and ABM amplifiers made famous by stadium acts including U2, Foo Fighters and System of a Down. 

Perhaps less widely known is Ashdown’s commitment to those bassists who are still on their journey to the top. Alongside Ashdown’s MAG and Electric Blue bass amps – perfect for the hard-working player – Ashdown’s potent All Access bass practice amps arrive at NAMM with a retro-facelift for 2009, and a clever new tilt-back facility.

Ashdown’s dedicated bass FX pedals are already a big success and now include a killer Hyper Drive pedal developed in conjunction with Megadeth bassist James LoMenzo, along with Chorus Plus, Dual Band Compressor, Envelope Filter, Sub Octave Plus and Drive Plus pedals. New at the show is a great new pedal board system, capable of mounting and powering up to six Ashdown pedals and all contained in a convenient shoulder bag.

The Ashdown booth is always known as a great place for live performances. This year we’re joined by Polish bass supremo Wojtek Pilichowski and LA’s own Marco Mendoza, plus we’re also expecting visits from friends including the Foo’s Nate Mendel and System’s Shavo Odadjian.

All this fun is centred around a London double-decker bus, so make sure you’re aboard fro the ride. 
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
