The US Series cabinets provide perfect partners for Ashdown’s Classic and ABM EVO III bass amp heads, and also for the new BTA 4000 valve amp head. There’s a full range of 1 x 15", 4 x 10" and 8 x 10" cabinets, plus a unique 6 x 10", and the larger cabs feature a tilt back bar handle and wheels to ensure that they roll just as well as they rock.
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
